Flat quarter (26 miles, zero
elevation gain), metric (62 miles, 260 feet of
elevation gain), and full (100 miles, 425 feet of
elevation gain) century loops cover scenic
vineyard, farm, and Delta roads–and a ferry ride
across Steamboat Slough (metric and full century
routes only)–with rewarding rest stops along the
way. You’ll commemorate completion of your Delta
Century ride on the beautiful grounds of Jessie’s
Grove Winery with a delicious post ride meal
catered by DeVinci’s Lodi and entertainment by
Creative Sounds DJ and Sound Services.

No helmet,
no ride.

 Riders must ride single file and obey all
traffic laws.

 Earphones, headphones, ear buds and
similar devices are prohibited.

 Each rider should carry a minimum of a
spare tube, patch kit, bike pump or
cart r idge,  cel l  phone,  money,
identification, water bottle.

 Rider check-in opens at 6:00 a.m. All
riders must be on the course by
9:00 a.m.

 Course closes at 4:30 p.m. Riders still on
the course will be asked to SAG to the
finish. Riders who refuse must complete
the ride on their own.

 Post ride meal served 11:30 a.m. to
5:00 p.m.

 Bulk water only will be provided. Bring
water bottles—even to the post ride meal.

 Meals for nonparticipants may be
purchased for $10.00 per meal.

Delta Century takes place
rain, shine, fog or wind.
